WHEREAS, the Michigan renaissance Zone Act (PA 376) was amended by Public Act
440 of 2006 and recently amended again by Public Act 116, effective April 29, 2008 to
allow certain local government units, in which Renaissance Zones have been designated,
to extend the duration of time if the extension will increase capital investment or job

creation;

WHEREAS, the City of Detroit desires to promote economic activity and increase in the

number of job opportunities for residents of the City of Detroit;

WHEREAS, certain industries in the State are facing difficult time, have sustained losses

due to competition and downturn in the Detroit market in general;

WHEREAS, a new product or expansion will be the catalyst for a time extension
therefore temporarily reducing the tax burden paid by the business enabling it to

reposition itself to compete, and;

WHEREAS, the County in which the Renaissance Zone is located
extend the Renaissance zone status; and

must consent fo

WHEREAS, cxtensions are approved by the Michigan Strategic Fund (MSF) and the
MSF may revoke the extension if the Beard determines that increased capital investment
or job creation will not begin within one (1) year of the granting of the extension or
otherwise violates the terms of the written development agreement between the owner of

the real property and the Board of the MSF;

__ WHEREAS, should the Renaissance Zone be extended, property within that zone willbe . . ___
exempt from taxes levied by the City, County and other units of government as provided

under Public Act 376 as amended PA 440 and PA 116, and,

WHEREAS, we estimate that the tax revenue lost, which is estimated on the attached

Synopsis of the Froject - {Focus
The focus of Waterfront's ongoing project s the coTvEHsISH and fehablitation 6f 6 ormesly
surplus City-owned property which had been discontinued in use by Detroit's Public Lighting
Department (PLD). The surpius property was purchassd by privaie interests (Waterfront)
and transformed into a working petroleum distribution facility and a viable cenier of trade
located within the Porl of Detroit. This facifity serves & logal, regional, national and
international business base.

Synopsis of the Project - (Historical Overview)

The historical background of ihis property and project is that the fuel oil storage facility
located behind the PLD Mistersky Electric Generation Station was idled in 1899 when PLD
switched from burmning fuel oit in favor of natural gas. With ihat change, Walerfion! saw an
opporiunity to transform what had become surplus properly for the City and fraughi with
environmental and budgetary liabllifies for the City, into a privately operated facility which
could be of commercial use and beneficial for its surrounding stakeholders.

For more than 6 years, the Cily explored various avenues through which the property might
be envircnmentally remediated, managed and construciively uliiized. When the City found
no workable solutions for use of the properly under its own control, it made a decision to sell
the surplus properly, which Waterfront purchased in May of 2007.

At the time of purchase, the 11-acre facility consisted of seven large above-ground storage
tanks (20mm gal), product transfer pipelines and a 1200-fool marine dock structure on the
Detroit River. Through years of use and neglect, the propesty had significant environmental
challenges that required remediation prior to use. The facility infrastructure, built in the mid
1970's, was in-a neglectad siate and in need of extensive repair and upgrades to convert it

Description of the Capital Investment Project

To date, the primary business objeclives of the owner are being met. The facility Is continues
in ils renovations to reach and maintain full operational levels, safety codes, and efficiencies
1o provide a basic and acceptabls level of operational usage of the infrastructure, a safe
working environment for employees, and towards providing &ll regulated protections lo the
community.

The above improvements allow the facility to begin and/for oplimize operations which inciude
receiving and shipment of marine, truck, and rail cargo shipments as well as to begin fueling
of maritime vessels at the river dock. With future invesiment and improvements will come the
ability to increase business volumes and to expand services for the domestic and
international markets wherein Waterfront trades.

Project Funding

Over the past 24 months, the Company has invested $3 Million in capital improvements with
an additional $2 - 3 Million requised for the completion of currently planned construction
phases. The company plans to continue additional seli-funding of improvements. In addition,
the Company has secured the commitment of capital investment funds from several area
lenders, should that be the course selected. These lenders include Chase, Comerica and
First Independence Bank

Please accapt this Jetler as a request to extend Renaissance Zoue tax benefits pursuant to P.A. 116
for the property located in the SW/Delray Zone and described on Attachment A All of the parcels
described on the Attachment are owned by Junetion-Driggs LLC and leased o Defroit Tube
Products, a woman-owned, family-run manufacturin g company conlinuously operating at this

location since 1911,

Detroit Tube Products fabricates and bends metal tubing for a variety of end-uses, including food
service equipment, power generation, fire suppression, diesel, natwial gas, and alternative fuel
engines, and experimental prototypes. We have been part of the Arsenal of Democracy and now we
help customers develop alternative energy devices and engineering students to build SAE
sompetition vebicles. We bend tubing for soulptures and public art as well as restaurant and home
fuenisbings. Approximately 10% of our sales are from Michigan companies, so we are importing
dollars from vut of state and sharing the profits with our emplayees, who all live in Michigan.

While providing specialized services to our {ac-flung customers, we remain a commitied good
neighbor to the people in Delray. We installed a play-tot and basketball court across from the
factory because there are no parks nearby. We provide higycle repair and “tire service” to neighbor
children. We bave au emergency fund 1o help with utility shutoffs, family crises, and shortfalls, Our
grass is maintaived by a neighborhood enfrepreneur. Our taxes are cuirent.

On our payigll are 22 full-time em ployees. In this downturn, we are working to keep them
employed. We have not liad a layoff in 2009 or 2010, instead cutling hours by 20%. Without the
Renaissance Zone relief, we would be on a second round of layoffs and would be losing the people
who have specialized skills and knowledge that keep us a leader in our matket niche of difficult
bends that cannot be made on automated equiprnent,

Detroit Tube Products seeks to extend Renaissance Zone benefils in order 1o expand our capabilities

in artistic, acchitectural, and protolype production. We have seen increased demand, particularly
from local artisans, for seulptural, interior design, and decorative work. luventors and new-product
divisions bave also made more inquiries and proposals tn the past year. While we have always done
some projects of this type, we have only two sinployees qualified to make large sweep bends and
decorative work, Ouly one employee is fully qualified on CAY), and has'to make all of the shop

drawings to produce Parts. Attists and inventors typicatly do nof have working drawings of their
ideas, so we have to wark inlensively with them. This interaction tends to distupt the flow of normal
indusirial production, driving up ot actual costs.

With owr curent workfores and product mix, we find our costs toa high tn bid thig specialty worlc
competitively. We could offer 5 nweh more reasonable and competitive price on this specialty work
if'we had a more capable and flexible staff and computer system. With an additinnal qualified CAD
designer, a-mechamica) engineer, afrained roll-form tube bender, and a shop supervisor with § QL
software to adjust schedules and capacity load, we beligve we could perform more of this kind of
work, at a much more Yeasonable price, which would give us slronger revenye and market
penetration. : '

Over a five year period, we intc—:_ndiiro invest $40,000 in computer hardware, suoltware, and licensing,
and to hive a-minimum 4 full-time cmployees. We expect to complete 2 hires by the frst quarter of
2011 and the remaiviug 2 by Q2 of 2012, The capital investment will begin in Q3 of 201 1.

Given the apparent blossoming of Detroit ag an art incubator, we befieve that there is potential 1o
Brow this segment of our business, selling well outside the Detroit area. Inventions and prototypes
fall into the same categary. With systems and persounel in place 1o hLelp us produce unigne parts
affordably, we believe that we can benefit the loca) design cottumunity by making their wogk mote
altractive, and other service providers in the areg (metal suppliers as well az coating, blasting, and
patnting companies) by giving them opportupities to diversify out of a strictly industeial processing
market.

We request an extension of fifteen years Renaigsance Zone abatenient to help us bujld our specialty
line of business supplying prototypers, wnwveniors,.and artists in Detroit, maintaining our current
portfolio of industria) customers, and owr jobs in the community ag well, We bhave got asked for
bouds, loan Buarantees, or any other public assistance.
