TRADE MISSION OVERVIEW

M Our Vision

The economic growth and influence of China presents an opportunity to Wayne County, Metro Detroit, and the State of
Michigan. By establishing connections with business, university and government leaders in China, we are able to create
new expansion opportunities for Michigan based companies, and we are able to create and preserve jobs here in
Michigan through direct investment from Chinese companies. Our goal is to build upon our strategic trade location,
manufacturing heritage, and economic assets, to make Wayne County and Michigan the premier location in the United
States for Chinese investment. We are committed to building permanent economic and cultural ties between our societies.

B Trade Mission Focus

The 2010 Wayne County—China Trade Mission will be the 6th consecutive year that Wayne County Executive Robert A.
Ficano has led a trade delegation to the People’s Republic of China. Past trade missions have allowed participants to meet
directly with business, university and government leaders in China, tour major Chinese business centers and company
headquarters, and explore China’s many cultural attractions. Wayne County has developed trade relationships and
MOUs with several Chinese cities, and Wayne County has established an office presence in several major cities in China.

This year, the Wayne County-China Trade Mission will focus on building relationships in three primary industry sectors:
automotive, environmental services, and green/alternative energy. These sectors present the most opportunity for
economic investment and entry into the Chinese economy for Wayne County / Michigan-based businesses.

Automotive: Chinese companies are actively working to enter the U.S. automotive market while Detroit's major
automakers are continuing to expand their operations in China. China recently made its presence felt at the North
American International Auto Show and Chinese companies are quickly acquiring automotive assets here in the United
States. The upcoming trade mission will include a stop at Chang’an Automotive, China’s largest car maker.

Environmental Services: With our region’s history of balancing manufacturing with the needs of protecting our
environment, particularly our lakes, there is a tremendous opportunity for Wayne County based firms to secure
contracts to address environmental issues in China.

Green / Alternative Energy: The world has embraced the idea that we cannot continue to burn fossil fuels at the
same level without serious environmental and economic consequences. The race is on worldwide to become leaders
in green energy and alternative energy technology. Building relationships with China presents an opportunity to share
knowledge and building business relationships that will lead to the production and commercialization of green and
alternative energy technology on a mass scale.

While these sectors will be highlighted during this year’s trade mission, we invite participants from all backgrounds —
political, legal, business, efc. — to participate. Past trade missions to China have attracted participants from diverse
backgrounds, and participants are welcome to explore other educational and networking opportunities outside of the
Trade Mission’s formal agenda.



PAST TRADE MISSION ACCOMPLISHMENTS & PARTICIPANTS

PERSPECTIVE: BUILDING INTERNATIONAL BRIDGES

The Ficano Administration recognized the importance of building international bridges, and providing a gateway for
collaboration. Over the course of his administration, Wayne County Executive Robert A. Ficano has lead five
privately-financed trade missions to major cites throughout China, opening doors to trade and business opportunities for
more than 120 business leaders and government officials.

In 2009 alone, the county hosted seven trade delegations from China, where the County Executive discussed and
intfroduced business and investment opportunities within Wayne County.

The result: the multiple Chinese trade missions have played a critical role in bringing Chinese investment into Wayne
County, the region and Michigan, and include bringing Chinese Automaker BYD automotive, and Brilliance Jinbei
Automotive Company’s involvement to the North American International Auto Show (NAIAS).

TEMPO GROUP

As a result of the 2005 trade mission, Chinese Auto parts supplier Tempo Group opened a research and development
center in the Canton Business Park by purchasing a 477,000 square foot building, and took occupancy of the unleased
portion, which comprised of approximately 70,000 square feet.

Tempo's strategy is to grow and develop their auto business in the United States, eventually occupying the entire facility.
The first movement toward meeting this goal occurred in 2007 when Tempo, in partnership with the Chinese Government
and China’s Capital Iron and Steel Co., purchased Delphi’s brake and transmission business in a deal valued at $100
million. The Delphi business is owned by a new company called Beijing West Industries. The deal gave Delphi much
needed capital and resulted in new investment in our backyard, a result of County Executive building a relationship with
Tempo to Michigan during his first trip to China.

TEMPO GROUP AND BEIJING E -TOWN FORM PACIFIC CENTURY MOTORS

Tempo Group made a third, and recent investment, involving acquisition of Nexteer Automotive from General Motors. The
transaction includes acquisition of Nexteer’s steering and drivetrain business, with the sale including 22 manufacturing
facilities, six engineering facilities and 14 customer support centers around the globe.

Nexteer, formally a division of Delphi, is a global provider of advanced steering and related technology, design/
engineering, electric power steering, and driveline half shafts for over 60 automotive manufacturers. The Company
employs 6,200 people and according to General Motors Vice Chairman, “the sale better enables Nexteer to take
advantage of anticipated growth in the global auto industry.”



PAST TRADE MISSION ACCOMPLISHMENTS & PARTICIPANTS

DAIMAY

On the 2007 trade mission, the County Executive met with Daimay’s chairman, Mr. Jiang Yin Tai, in China. Daimay is a
manufacturer of headrests, steering wheels, seating parts and visors; supplies GM and Chrysler; and has 3000 employees
worldwide.

Daimay operated three facilities in the US, including an operation in Texas, and consolidated all operations into a new
facility in Redford Twp. The facility is approximately 200,000 square feet of industrial space and 15,000 square feet office
space, and employs 30 engineers, and approximately 60 hourly workers.

Since moving to the North American market 5 years ago, its revenues have increased to over $60 million.

HAMILTON ANDERSON ASSOCIATES

According to principals of Hamilton Anderson Associates, participation in the Wayne County Trade Missions have given
the company access to high level officials throughout China. As an architecture and design firm, Hamilton Anderson have
seen multiple opportunities in which their skills could be used and continue developing beneficial business relationships.

JASCO INTERNATIONAL

Jasco International is a Global Supply Chain company with operations and logistic centers in Romulus. As a participant
on the County’s trade mission, Jasco met with numerous companies, who have since given them a competitive edge over
their competitors when seeking global business.



PAST TRADE MISSION ACCOMPLISHMENTS & PARTICIPANTS

DEVELOPMENTS : 2010

In May 2010, China firms sign $600 million in deals, while seeking deeper ties to US companies. Wang Chao, China’s
new deputy minister for Commerce was present to support the signing of nearly $600 million in cooperative agreements
with Detroit automotive companies, parts suppliers and other Michigan firms.

The delegation from China consisted of over 80 Chinese business people, who also visited Ohio, Indiana, and California.

Wayne County Executive Robert Ficano was pleased with the result, and reminded the region of the many companies
interested and willing to locate in Michigan and the United States, they are looking at other regions of the country, making
it that much more important to showcase the strengths of the region — from infrastructure to labor and engineering capital.

In April 2010, Wayne County Executive Robert Ficano met with the leading media and market development companies in
China to enhance communication and inform key organizations about the development opportunities of both the US and
China. The University of Michigan, Ann Arbor hosted the 2010 US/China Media Symposium.

The connections to and relationship with Chinese individuals and companies requires a long term commitment to building
trust and relationships that result in future support and investment

Through concerted efforts of the County Executive, Wayne County has successfully positioned itself high on a very short
list of locations for Chinese companies to consider when looking to land in the US.
