e Land Bank/TURBO incentives for new real estate development
or substantial rehabilitation of existing structures

e The Brownfield Redevelopment Tax Credit and Tax Increment
Financing programs for the improvement of a qualified contaminated,
blighted or functionally obsolete facility

e The Michigan Economic Growth Authority program, the primary
tax incentive to attract and retain large-scale businesses

e MBT Tax Credit

e Industrial Development Revenue Bonds for credit-worthy companies
investing in eligible projects

e The Obsolete Property Rehabilitation tax exemption for certain
rehabilitated housing and commercial facilities located in core
communities

e Renaissance Zones — state-designated tax-free zones that are
scattered across 152 locations and provide exemption from virtually
all state and local taxes

e A coordinated job training system using federal, state and local
resources to provide a highly-trained and productive workforce through
partnerships with community colleges at a nominal cost to companies

e Advanced fiber optics infrastructure, created with the help of AT&T,
that connects key business hubs throughout Wayne County

TechTown, located in Detroit’s Midtown district, is already a critical catalyst for job growth
in the life sciences, alternative energy and advanced engineering sectors. The 12-block
research and office park is home to an impressive list of companies, including Asterand,
the leading global supplier of human tissue and human tissue-based research services

to pharmaceutical companies, and NextEnergy, one of the nation’s leading research
catalysts and business accelerators for alternative and renewable energy. Recognizing

its success, the Wayne County Land Bank Corporation recently announced a $750,000
construction grant to TechTown, assisting it with its efforts to become the world’s foremost
business incubator.

And in 2008, Wayne County partnered with the state of Michigan, Washtenaw County
and Ann Arbor SPARK to develop the Michigan Life Science Research and Innovation
Center in what was once a Pfizer facility. The 57,518-square-foot facility offers office space,
laboratory facilities and rare vivarium areas that are accessible to the private sector.

Through these alliances, the county continues to nurture a cross-regional collaboration
that is vital to Michigan’s future economic success.
